	Task
	Provide the materials to the student. Read the problem to the student:  

1. Mario wants to cut the pizza into equal pieces and give his sister a fourth of the pizza to eat. Color the piece of pizza that Mario would give his sister.
2. Christopher wants to give half of his candy bar to his brother.  Color the piece of the candy bar that Christopher would give his brother.


	Continuum of Understanding

	Developing Understanding
	· Partitions the pizza and/or the candy bar, but does not partition them into equal sized pieces.

· Partitions the pizza correctly, but incorrectly identifies one fourth.

· Partitions the candy bar correctly, but incorrectly identifies one half.
