Presenting Properties
The Task
You will be working with a partner or small group to create a presentation of a property of mathematics.  You will need to explain the property and include various examples of how the property can be applied to generate equivalent expressions.  
The Procedure

1. Choose the property group you would like to be a part of:

a. Commutative property of addition; commutative property of multiplication; multiplication of reciprocals property

b. Associative property of addition;  associative property of multiplication; multiplication property of one

c. Distributive property; addition property of zero; sum of opposites property

2. Presentations must include:

a. A clear definition of each property

b. At least 3 examples of how each property can be applied to generate equivalent expressions

c. Audience participation

The Product

Your presentation may take various forms, for example: a mini-lesson that your group teaches to the class; a skit (perhaps a group member assuming the role of the teacher and other members assuming roles of students); a demonstration (perhaps in which group members explain their property and provide examples in the form of charts or posters).  Try to use materials that will help make clear informative presentations (algebra tiles, videos, handouts, etc).  If you need copies of handouts/materials made I can help you with that.
